The Meridian Developer Network (MDN) is a developer-oriented program designed for Meridian customers and
technology partners who intend to extend Meridian solutions on their own. To assist in development efforts, this
subscription-based network provides the following in the form of Web access to shared knowledge, tools and

technology resources from peer developer program subscribers and Meridian’s Technical Services.

Core Software Libraries
Access and leverage the Meridian Service Activator, a library of core software used when creating integrated applications,
including:

» Creation of .NET types for each of the XML Schema Definition (XSD) entities

» Creation of .NET proxy classes for each of the Web Services Definition Language (WSDL) services

» Management of Web Services Enhancements (WSE) wrappers around security/addressing

Office Business Application Framework

Make use of framework tools used for developing Office Business Applications (OBAs). OBAs are customized Microsoft Office
documents that are programmed to act as an alternate interface to Meridian’s general purpose user interface. This role-based
approach allows end users to use familiar solutions, such as Excel, Word, and Outlook, to interact with the system.
